Through interactive play with peers and teachers, children learn pre-math and pre-reading

skills using a wide array of education materials. Individual talents and accomplishments

are encouraged, cultivated, recognized and celebrated.

Kadimah students begin their formal education in bright, spacious classrooms in the

Winkelstein Family “Ruach Shalom” wing. Teachers motivate students with a general studies

curriculum exceeding New York State standards combined with daily learning of Jewish

customs, tradition, literature and Hebrew language. Judaic studies instructors respect each

family’s level of observance, teaching students traditions based on text. Parents and

grandparents are constantly amazed to see their Kadimah children and grandchildren’s

sense of self-worth, enjoyment of learning and ability to fully participate in Jewish holiday

celebrations, perpetuating tradition as they often lead the family in Shabbat or holiday prayers.

By the end of Grade 4, students have:

> Performed above average on New York State assessment test scores 

> Read short novels and written book reports

> Mastered multiplication and division

> Investigated the properties of matter and plant classifications 

> Explored American history, our country’s multi-ethnic, and multi-religious culture

> Learned how to study Chumash, read Rashi script and study the weekly Torah portion

> Engaged in a structured physical education program in the Ralph & Clare Kanel Gymnasium

> Kadimah students fulfill New York State High School Regents requirements 
for foreign language and earth science when they graduate.**
