David Rothenberg fondly remembers when Kadimah was housed in the old Temple Emanuel and then a block away at Ahavas Achim, both on Tacoma at Colvin Avenue.    His vivid memories of his teachers, his friends and the presence of others in the community nurturing the school are close are heart.  His years at Kadimah were important in his Jewish upbringing.  Academically, he recalls integrating easily as he furthered his education, perhaps better than his peers from other "feeder" schools.

David, who attended Kadimah from 1959 - 1964 is active in Jewish communal life, both personally and professionally.  He earned degrees in from SUNYAB in Finance and MBA and has worked in administration/finance in the private sector in New York City and later in Baltimore. 

After leaving the private sector ten years ago, he pursued a career in Jewish Communal life, which had been his dream to integrate his business experience with a position in the Jewish Community.  David has been the Executive Director of Beth Israel Congregation in Baltimore for the past ten years. During his tenure, the Congregation has grown from 650 families to about 875 families.  He is on the Board of Governors of the North American Association of Synagogue Executives.  He has earned the designation of "Fellow in Synagogue Administration" and is one of only six Executive Directors to have been commissioned as an Amin Tzibur by United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism and the Jewish Theological Seminary.  He is active in the Mid-Atlantic Association of Temple and Synagogue Administrators.

As a lay person, he spent many years active in the community - including many years on the board of the Hebrew Free Loan of Baltimore Federation of Jewish Men's Clubs, the United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism.

David, and his wife Aliza, strongly believe in Jewish Day School Education for all Jewish children regardless of denominational affiliation.  Their three sons attended and graduated from the Solomon Schechter School in Baltimore.
