A NOTE FROM OUR HEAD OF SCHOOL...

As we roll into the second half of the school year, it’s not too early to begin looking at the 2009-2010 school year.  Like all area private and public schools, we’re looking at ways to best utilize our resources without decreasing the quality of the education at Kadimah.  Factoring in the miserable economy and the recognition that our fixed costs continue to rise, it is certainly a challenge to look at how we can increase overall satisfaction while maintaining a reasonable budget.
One of the areas that we’re looking at is finding ways to be certain that our students (really they are our customers) are happy and satisfied with Kadimah School.  To measure their level of comfort and happiness, we’ve engaged Dr. Peter Loehr from Buffalo State College to help us measure student satisfaction.  Dr. Loehr, an expert on student surveys and measurable outcomes, has agreed to work with us for the next couple of years.
On Tuesday, February 10, Dr. Loehr met with 14 students to begin to develop Kadimah’s Student Perception Survey.  Getting input from all 14 students, he began the process of first finding out what is really important to our students (aside from the always-mentioned longer lunches and more free time) and how well is Kadimah doing in the areas that are considered important.  On Tuesday, the students started expressing areas that are important to them.  In a couple weeks, after some organizational revisions, Dr. Loehr will return to work with the students again and to see if the questions for the survey are really what the students intended.

The next step in the process of developing the Student Perception Survey for Kadimah is to present it to the teachers.  The survey is not an attempt to evaluate teachers or to change anyone’s teaching style.  Teachers will look over the survey to be certain that there are no “hidden agendas” or unintentional attempts to evaluate them.  Typically there will be questions ranging from cleanliness of the rest rooms to friendliness of fellow students to number of interruptions during class time.  Any questions that seem inappropriate will be altered or discarded.  After a field testing the instrument, the Student Perception Survey will be ready for distribution to all students in grades 2-8 (tentative grades).
After the survey is administered, Dr. Loehr will study the results and make recommendations and observations about them.  It is then up to the teachers and the administrators to use the findings to improve the quality of life at Kadimah.  Assuming the Student Perception Survey is administered in May of 2009, we will re-administer the survey in May of 2010 and 2011.  We would anticipate that if we respond to areas that our “customers” find to be weak, higher ratings will result in each subsequent year. 
We are excited about the prospect of using the Student Perception Survey to help to improve Kadimah.  We are grateful to the students who are helping to create it, to Dr. Loehr for working so well with the students, and to the teachers for their input to help to make Kadimah an even better place.

We started by bundling up our dress-up dolls to protect them from the cold.  The children used mittens, coats, boots, snow pants and hats so that the dolls would survive the winter. Our class enjoyed singing “Hats, mittens, coats and boots” (to the tune of “Heads, shoulders, knees and toes”). We made paper plate snow pals, a winter-white collage, and our own unique snow creations. The two year olds enjoyed playing with snow paint, rolling snowballs made of white socks, and learned a scarf dance.

KINDERGARTEN SECULAR - MRS. BERNADETTE TODARO
Kindergarten is making the best of the season by enjoying winter stories and activities to go along with them.  We read The Mitten by Jan Brett, cut out and color the animals in the story, and laced up mittens to put them in.  We then used them to retell the story.  We also had fun making lumpy mittens that were portrayed in the story as well, only we used objects from our classroom instead of animals. Each tray had a mitten and a different object on it.  The students predicted the number of items that would fit inside a mitten and then found out the actual number by trying it.  They used Legos, cotton balls, calculators, foam dice, unifix cubes, wooden blocks and dinosaurs for this activity and they sure were amused stretching out the mittens.  We also read The Hat by Jan Brett and talked about the similarities and differences between both of Jan Brett’s stories.   
Math has been fun as we continue to build on our skills by: using simple stories to learn addition and subtraction, measuring objects with rulers and other non standard units, using the pan balance to weight things, learning about calculators, and also by learning about 2-dimensional as well as 3-dimensional shapes.  They really had to think about the attributes of each shape as they worked in small groups to make various shapes using a 20 foot rope that was tied in a circle.  We have also been recording the weather and learning to read a thermometer.
In Science we are having fun experimenting with magnets.  We found out which objects were attached to magnets, how many paper clips we could pick up and whether magnets work through cardboard, wood, and water.  We will finish up our magnet fun by making painting with magnets.
Kindergarten is doing great learning their sight words and the short and long vowel sounds to help them sound out words. Every week they bring home books on their individual reading levels to read with their families.  Each child is doing awesome!!!  
In addition, we have begun writing in our journals.

I am excited to give you an update on some of the accomplishments the first grade class has had since our last newsletter!
We are wrapping up our science unit on "The Kinds of Living Things" this week.  It is our longest science unit of the year because it includes learning about and comparing and contrasting plants and animals separately, and then using what was learned to compare and contrast the two groups.  The next unit, "Properties of Matter," will begin after the Winter Break.  This is an engaging unit that allows for many hands-on learning experiences that I am sure the students are going to really enjoy! 
Your children have been introduced to six strategies that will help them master their addition and subtraction facts to sums and differences of 12.  Later in the year they will learn more strategies to help them make sums and differences to 20.  Some of the strategies that were introduced allowed the class the opportunity to explore how addition and subtraction are related, and the students learned to make Fact Families.  The children have also been applying their skills and knowledge to help them with their problem solving skills.  They have also been introduced to concepts such as sorting and classifying, creating and using different types of graphs to interpret data and about probability.  All of the concepts learned so far will be continuously revisited as we move on in the curriculum.
The last set of Word Wall Words for the school year will be introduced after the break.  Most of the students have not only mastered the first grade words, but have gone on to master the second grade words as well.  Some have even gone beyond that!  Great job!  Thank you for continuing to review the words with your child.
Guided Reading Level assessments have just been completed.  The results will be sent home in the near future.  Please continue having your child read to you whenever possible.  Discussing the stories they read is beneficial, and it is clear that your children love this time with you as they often share their experiences with me and the class throughout the school day.
I also wanted to inform you that the children have been working on their writing skills in class.  I am sure they told you about Mr. Umstatter's wonderful visit.  He worked with our class on the writing process for an entire afternoon.  His visit will be remembered for a very long time by both myself and the students.  He motivated the entire class to truly get involved with their writing and to enjoy it!  We are finishing up a unit on how a writer gets their ideas and uses them to get a clear message across to a reader.  During this unit the children learned that a writer needs to be an expert on their topic and focus on one idea at a time in order to make their message a clear one.  They also learned that good details in both their writing pieces and illustrations help the reader to better understand their message.  The students had fun sharing their ideas through their writing and enjoyed reading sample writing papers and discussing whether or not they thought the writer's message was clear.  I am looking forward to working with the students on the next unit, "Organization!"
Finally, the 100th Day of school is quickly approaching.  The children are anxiously awaiting a fun day of special 100th Day activities to celebrate this milestone!

[image: image11.wmf]Second Grade continues to be a very exciting, successful place.  I truly love this time of the school year.  The students just seem to “take off” in so many aspects of their learning and maturation!
Our new math curriculum has certainly been challenging, but the students have risen to the task.  They worked hard through the chapters on 2-digit addition and subtraction, not only performing the arithmetic, but also developing high-level mathematical reasoning skills.  I am excited for the coming months when we can move into the units on time, money, and geometry.  (Which is not to say that they can now forget those math facts.  Let’s try to leave 2nd grade without needing to count on our fingers!)

In the second unit of our ELA curriculum, the students explored many aspects of problem solving… how to understand an author’s unwritten clues about character, plot, motivation, or setting, how to read and write secret codes, and more.  The theme of the third unit is “Lights, Camera, Action!”  All of the stories relate to performances of some kind, so we have read a folk tale about animals who wished to become town musicians, a group of little girls who form a band, a young lady who performs in a circus, and a trio of pigs who put on a puppet show!  Through each story we continue to build our vocabularies and our analytical skills in reading.  Spelling, grammar, and mechanics are naturally incorporated into our exploration of each story.  When we are lucky, we even get the chance to enjoy some artistic adventures as well!  We made fruit salad, we collaged animal masks for an in-class Readers’ Theater, and we created sock puppets just like the three brother pigs!  Our writing skills continue to build each week both through our ELA curriculum and with our continuing study of the Six Traits.

With so many exciting events going on in the world, we have also enjoyed the opportunity to learn about Dr. Martin Luther King, our new President Barack Obama, and other current events of interest.  The second graders are an inquisitive bunch and I celebrate their enthusiasm and growing interest all areas!

GRADES 2 HEBREW & MIDDLE SCHOOL JEWISH HISTORY – MRS. CINDI MIKULIK

It is hard to believe that Purim and Pesach are right around the corner!  But they are, and we are moving right along too.

 

Grade two is working beautifully--reading and translating some very nice stories. They are now able to read and answer follow-up questions, and complete sequencing tasks.  Students are working through their grammar text at their own pace.  I review every page with them before they go on to the next one.  They will be ready for their new text in a few weeks.

 

Grade 5 has just completed learning about the reign of King Solomon. They did a comparative chart of the first three kings of Israel and wrote a short essay comparing and contrasting them.  We are now looking at the division of Judah and Israel and the succession of kings that followed--some of whom were not very good!

 

Grade 6 has been studying the Roman revolt. We saw how the fighting among the Jews was a big factor in their loss of Jerusalem to the Romans. They followed the remnant of Jews that went to Massada and bravely fought against the Roman troops.  Students saw a film showing the final days of the battle of the Jews of Massada and the terrible, heartbreaking decision to take their own lives rather than give up their lives to the Roman troops.

 

Grade 7 continues to move around medieval Europe.  Currently we are studying the conditions that led to the rise of false messiahs among the Jews of that time.  We are looking in detail at the most famous false Messiah in Jewish history-- Shabbatai Zvi.

 

Grade 8 - concluded studying American Jewish history and moved into Holocaust studies.  We began by examining the history of anti-semitism.  Then we looked at the conditions that contributed to Hitler's rise to power. We learned about Kristallnacht and the brave Jews of the Warsaw ghetto.  Students are working on a project that examines the holocaust through the artwork of artists who were in the concentration camps.

[image: image13.wmf] Third graders have been working hard as usual.  New York State ELA testing is complete and the math testing is right around the corner.  Students have been working diligently at learning problem solving skills while practicing challenging math problems every day. I am very proud of how fast students have caught on to the concept of multiplication.  I encourage students to study multiplication facts daily, while making sure to stay on top of basic addition and subtraction facts as well.
We are continuing to learn the remainder of the 50 states. Students are having fun discovering the new locations every week.  In Social Studies, we are learning about the history of ancient civilizations.
In Science, third graders are finishing up their unit on water.  We have learned about surface tension, frost, evaporation, condensation and the water cycle.  It is always fun to “play” with water and discover something new at the same time.
Students are continuing to practice their writing skills in their every day work.  We are working hard to include strong introduction and conclusion sentences, along with supporting details.
Third graders should be proud of themselves as they have earned their second reward party of the year.  Students are always respectful and kind towards one another.  We finished reading Shiloh in class and as a reward we got to watch the movie and compare the two genres of literature.
I am very proud of the third grade class and hope they continue to work hard throughout the rest of the year.

GRADES 3 & 4 HEBREW - MRS. ORNA MCNAMARA
Third Grade 
Our third graders truly enjoy learning Hebrew. They are exposed to a variety of materials and activities that foster vocabulary development and comprehension. We use the purple textbook Hamikraa Sheli as a base and enrich with reading books that the children seem to enjoy, probably because of their colorful presentation and easy to understand content.  For Chanukah, we read several stories and poems, as well as a longer book about the background for this holiday.  We are currently reading about the value of trees and the planting cycle in conjunction with Tu B’Shvat. We will soon read Purim stories.   The children have learned so many new vocabulary words, and it’s enjoyable to hear them discuss and answer in Hebrew.  As always, reading accuracy, comprehension, and good writing skills are stressed, and I am pleased with the daily progress, increased understanding and enthusiasm that I see. We recently moved up to the orange level of Yesodot, our grammar and usage book, and everyone seems to understand the work and progress.  We enjoy playing Simon says, writing about the weather, describing the clothes we are wearing, and singing Tu B’Shvat songs. We are immersed in Hebrew!

Fourth Grade 
There is so much good learning going on in our class!  Besides reading stories, acquiring new vocabulary words, writing longer answers to questions, learning grammar, and taking weekly spelling quizzes, we are writing our own short plays and act them out in class!  It’s rewarding to see how receptive the children are to conducting classes in Hebrew (Ivrit b’Ivrit).  Their ability to remember new words and phrases is incredible, and they never cease to amaze me with their knowledge and motivation.  I am proud of their longer, carefully revised writing pieces, and I hope you had a chance to see their work displayed in our hallway.  We recently read about the many cycles in the world and in our Jewish life in connection with Tu B’Shvat. We will soon read the humorous cartoon story about raising plants in the legendary city of Chelm and some adventurous stories about Purim.  Our grammar/usage book is nearly completed, and we are dabbling in the future tense.  Things are going well, and the year is flying by!

GRADES 2-6 JUDAICS  - MRS. NAOMI COWEN

Your children have been very busy in Jewish Studies.  We start each Judaic Studies class in second, third, and fourth grade with prayers. We have been adding to their repertoire of prayers.  In second grade we finished learning the beginning of Shmoneh Esray.  We are now in the process of learning the last part of Shmoneh Esray.  
In third grade we are learning the middle of Shmoneh Esray.  The children made a list of requests they would include if they were writing Shmoneh Esray today.  When we compare our requests with the requests that are actually in Shmoneh Esray we find that as of now, we have matched all but two of the rabbis' requests.  We have two more paragraphs of Shmoneh Esray to learn.  We will see if we can match the last two of our requests.  
In fourth grade the children are learning the paragraphs after Shmah.  Aliza Lavie is an author who collects prayers who visited us in Kadimah.  Our second, third, and fourth graders wrote their own prayers.  Some of them were put on her website.

 In second, third and fourth grades, we learned about Chanukah.  Each child received an activity booklet on the holiday which contained information, games and puzzles.  We did sand art for Chanukah and each class had its own Chanukah party where grab bag presents were exchanged.

We go over Parshat Hashavuah, the portion of the torah read each week in synagogues and temples. In fourth grade each child is getting a chance to do research on a parsha and report on it to the class. 
 
Children bring money for tzedaka, charity, every day.  When the boxes are full, the children vote on where to send the money.  All four grades voted to donate their tzedaka money to the Jewish Federation for Super Sunday.

We are concentrating on learning chumash, or bible.  
In second grade we have finished chapters XII and XIII in Genesis.  The children made "sheep" to go with our story of the fight between Abram's and Lot's shepherds.  They are hanging on the bulletin board outside my room.  Come look at them if you have a chance.  
In third grade we are starting to learn chapter XXVII of Genesis.  We will see how Jacob gets blessed by Isaac instead of his brother, Esau.   The children in third grade love acting out the stories from the chumash. 
In fourth grade we are learning the story of Joseph. The children made several versions of Joseph's coat.  We are about to learn about the dreams of the king's baker and butler. 
 In fifth grade we are learning the book of Exodus.  We are now in chapter IV of Exodus where we are learning about Moses returning to Egypt to free his people.

In about a month from now, we will start learning about the holiday of Purim, and right after that we will start learning about Passover.   We will prepare for our model seders in the elementary grades.  We look forward to your coming to see us present our
model seders.

Fifth grade students have worked relentlessly to adjust to middle-school life while rising to the challenge of the accelerated math curriculum.  I am very proud to be their math teacher and offer congratulations to all of them!  Grades six, seven, and eight continue to give their best efforts and are always requesting challenges and extra credit; I am proud of them too!
After our mid-winter break, we will work on preparations for the 2009 NYS Math Assessments.  Grade five will complete these tests on Thursday and Friday, March 5th and 6th and then begin the sixth grade curriculum. MIDDLE SCHOOL LIMUDEI KODESH - JUDAIC STUDIES  - RABBI ELIE FARKAS
The year has progressed nicely, as have the students here at Kadimah. They are learning a lot and enjoying it too.

Grade 5 has been learning Mishna related to prayers. They are learning when it is allowed to talk and when they must remain silent. They learned about the Shema and Shemoneh Esrei prayers and are now learning the Rabbinic discussions behind which blessings to make on different foods.

Grade 6 has continued learning about Shemoneh Esrei and are experts on the subject. They are also learning how to ask questions and analyze Jewish Law.

Grade 7 is almost finished with the unit on false witnesses, and the children are learning what it takes to be a judge in a Jewish court. They love acting out the various cases and arguing, trying to make sure that justice prevails. 
Grade 8 continues to learn Gemara Makkot as well as all Gemarot that are relevant to the specific time of year we are in. They are learning to read the Gemara on their own and in Chavruta learning pairs. They are truly learning how to analyze and break down information.

MIDDLE SCHOOL HEBREW – MRS. MICHAL SHMUEL-LEWIS 
Hebrew

In Hebrew class from December until now all the middle school students have learned about Tu-Bishvat, the holiday for the trees. 
Grades 5 and 6 did a project using the Hebrew program Davka. The students typed a list of things trees give us and added pictures of trees.  They also labeled the different parts of the tree. Everyone’s work is posted on the bulletin board outside the Hebrew class.  Both classes watched a movie about Israel as an introduction to a new unit about Israel in a new book. 
The fifth grade students received a new grammar book. The book starts with a review on nouns and adjectives. The students did various exercises and also played memory games with the vocabulary. At the end of the first unit we had a test.  

Grades 7 and 8 also used the Hebrew program Davka to type what they did during the winter vacation. Their work is also posted outside the Hebrew classroom. Grades 7 and 8 learned about neighborhoods in Jerusalem and specifically the religious neighborhood of Me’a Shearim. The students learned the location of the different neighborhoods and other important places on the map of Jerusalem. They also watched two movies about Jerusalem. Rabbi Farkas told the students about his experience in Me’a Shearim.  At the end of the unit we had a test.  Currently the students are reviewing the future tense. 
Due to the elections in Israel which took place on February 10,  grades 5-8 spent three weeks learning about the Israeli electoral system and related vocabulary. The words were reviewed at the beginning of each class by the students.  On Tuesday 2/10/09, the seventh grade students did a presentation in the media center about the elections in Israel. The wonderful presentation the seventh grade students prepared was for the 4-8 grade students. The seventh grade students gave an overview about the Knesset (the Israeli house of Parliament) electoral system and presented information about the top five Israeli political parties and their platform.  Seventh grade students also prepared a fun trivia game to assess the students’ knowledge.  At the end of the presentation the students and teachers had a chance to vote and the results were announced.

Chumash -  Rabbi Laizer and Mrs. Chani LabkoVski
As we have now past the half point of the school year, we would like to take this opportunity to tell you of some of what we had been learning in the last quarter, and some of what we will be studying over the next months.
5th grade – Jewish laws and customs with Rabbi Labkovski 
We spent some time learning about kosher. We reviewed the Kosher animals and what it means to have a kosher kitchen. The children did a terrific job collecting Kosher symbols for our Kosher contest.
We began a wonderful unit on the Mezuzah, the children had a chance to gain knowledge of how it is made, feel real parchment and the feather that is used to write a mezuzah, and learn the special letters that are used when writing the Mezuzah.

We also reviewed the laws of Chanukah, and the customs of Tu B'shvat.  Over the next two months we will be covering the laws of Purim and Passover, and a special unit on the art of making Tefillin.
6th grade – the book of Vayikra (Leviticus) Rabbi & Mrs. Labkovski 
In Rabbi Labkovski's class, we continued chapter 19 which includes many different Mitzvot in it.  We focused among others on the Mitzvah of helping the needy and the poor and treating our fellow citizens with respect.
In Mrs. Labkovski's class, we are completing the Jewish holiday unit (Chapter 23), in which we covered Passover, counting of the Omer, Shavuot, Succot, Simchat Torah and the High holidays. We learned their laws and customs along with some insights about the Holidays.
7th grade – the book of Bamidbar (Numbers) with Mrs. Labkovski We have completed the Second chapter that speaks about the living arrangements of the Jews while they were the desert.  They had the Mishkan (Temple) in the middle, surrounded by the tribe of Levi, and then three tribes in each direction.
We then proceeded with the laws of a Nazir, when one wants to become a Nazirite, and the most famous Nazirite, Shimshon Hagibor (Samson the Great); and the laws of the priestly blessing that began in the desert and continues until today in the synagogue on the holidays.
8th grade - the book of Devarim (Deuteronomy) 
We did a special unit on the Ten Commandments studying the small differences we find when the Torah recounts it the second time.  We stated the Torah portion of Shoftim – Judges, what the Jewish law expects from judges, and witnesses.

Individualized learning, defined in this case as "working through the same material at the pace and manner educationally appropriate or the student" is the method I am currently using. The class as a whole has shown a willingness to engage the material and to work diligently. 
Through this process, each student is also developing their own final examination of material covered.  I anticipate eagerly having to develop up to 16 different final examinations.

Elementary & Middle …
Good reading requires building frameworks for connecting words to thoughts.  In order to understand what we read it helps to connect the ideas on the page with what we already know.  To facilitate this process many strategies have been used both in classes and individually with me.   Our students have been working very diligently all year to improve their reading, writing, and comprehension skills. From weddings to Bar/Bat Mitzvahs to the Federation's annual dinner, the Vaad Hakashrus of Buffalo, also known as the B.V.K. has been able to provide the supervision necessary to make sure that all in attendance feel that their needs are addressed when it comes to their level of keeping kosher. 
The Vaad will go out of its way to make your event where you want it, when you want it, and how you want it. 
Rabbi Moshe Taub, one of Kadimah's teachers, oversees the Vaad and will be happy to help your simcha in any way.   He can be reached at 716-634-3990.
    
KASHRUT AND RELIGIOUS OBSERVANCE
Ours is a community school, made up of Jewish families with varying standards of religious observance.  In accommodating the needs of all of our students, Kadimah School maintains a universal standard for the observance of kashrut.  In this way, the entire Kadimah family can readily and easily participate in all activities and celebrations together.  If you are unsure of the kosher status of a given food product, or if you have a question with regard to this policy, please feel free to consult the Head of School.

The following guidelines will enable this to happen:

1.
All food brought into the school -- including lunches, snacks, and refreshments for parties, celebrations and holidays -- must have the endorsement of a recognized kashrut supervisory agency.  The following are acceptable:  BVK,(, OK (K in a circle), Star K (K in a star), OU (U in a circle) (Dairy or Pareve) and Chaf K (K inside the Hebrew letter Chaf).  Products bearing only the letter "K" are unacceptable (as are  (, (, TM, etc.).  Please consult with the Head of School with regard to any kashruth symbols other than those listed above.
2. Because of the divergent levels of kashrut observed by Kadimah families, food prepared at home is not permitted in school at any time.
3. So that all Kadimah students can attend and participate without hesitation in their classmates' celebrations, we strongly suggest that private parties and activities observed outside the school adopt this kashrut standard.  These activities should not be scheduled on 

Shabbat or Jewish holidays as well so that every Kadimah student will feel comfortable.
    
LUNCHES
[image: image30.wmf]For reasons of kashrut, please send only dairy lunches with your child.  Meat or poultry products should not be brought to school in your child's lunch.  (Please consult with the Head of School if your child is allergic to, or for any reason cannot tolerate dairy or pareve foods.)
Children enjoy trading food with each other.  This sometimes results in their trading away a nutritious item -- which you specifically want them to have -- for "junk food" or for something to which they are allergic.  As well, the child with whom yours wishes to trade may come from a home, which maintains a different degree of kashrut than you do.  It is therefore important that parents make clear to their children what their expectations are regarding trading and sharing food with other children.
