Hebrew and Judaic Studies on the campus of The Park School of Buffalo. 
 
The Kadimah Scholars at Park program is in full swing once more and running on 
all cylinders.  We have two fantastic and experienced full-time teachers on campus 
– Michal Shmuel-Lewis and Einav Symons – and two classrooms in the center of 
campus, complete with siddurim, Hebrew all over the walls, and abundant Judaic 
materials.
